NC Watershed Alliance Urges legislators to support
Five pieces of legislation.

(1) Water Allocation & Planning -Our reservoirs are
shrinking and our water law is outdated. Current law
cannotensure thatanee wpb EUT UwpPpBDUT EUE
leave an existing community, business, or river high
and dry. The Legislative Environmental Review
Commission In a two year water allocation study,
recommended adoption of a permit program for large
water withdrawals and comprehen sive river basin
planning which provides for protection of ecological
integrity. A new water allocation law is needed to
protect river health and economic growth and
prosperity.

a major drinking water reservoir and recreational lake in the RTD suffers from too much nitrogen
and phosphorus pollution. After six years of stockholder meetings & public hearings, a package of
flexible rules has been approved by the Environmental Management Commission back in May
2008. It would reduce pollution from wastewater plants & existing farms as well as developed
areas. Some upstream communities oppose aspects of the rules while environmemal advocates
and downstream communities support the package.

42Ul 1 Ow) OE U wd w6Aeidds NOy 8vBrE LD ibraires, storm water carries polluted
runoff from developed areas, such as roads, roofs, & parking lots, into our rivers, lakes, &

drinki ng water reservoirs. The Community Conservation Assistance Program (CCAP) is a
voluntary, incentive -based program that helps local governments and private land owners install
storm water control measures. CCAP, administered by the Division of Soil & Wat er Conservation,
provides educational, technical, & financial assistance to landowners through network of Soil &
Water Conservation Districts. The program can cover up to 75 % of the costs for approved storm
water retrofit projects. Currently, 65 of 96 soil & water Conservation Dist. participate in CCAP.
Funding for CCAP will help stimulate the economy by providing new jobs for contractors and
landscapers to conduct or retrofit projects that reduce polluted runoff. This green jobs program
will result in cleaner rivers and lakes.

5)?, OUEUOUDPUOwWOOw/ 66U U diartaericdn @ be@lihqupenits@otenstruct the
fourth largest cement manufacturing plant in the U.S. along the North East Cape Fear River.
Carolinas Cement Co., a subsidiary of Titan, plans to build a coal-fired cement kiln that will emit
over 260 Ibs. of mercury per year into the air, along with thousands of pounds of six criteria
pollutants. In addition, the company proposes to mine 1,000 acres of critically important wetlands
to extract limestone rock to feed the kiln and produce Portland cement. The U.S. Army Corp of
Engineers has initiated a federal environmental review to study the impacts of mining, but
Carolinas Cement Co. keeps revising their plan in an apparent effort to receive state permits and
begin building long before the federal EIS is completed and the full environmental
impacts of the combined projects are known. We are asking the General Assembly to
impose an 18 month moratorium on the kilns to allow for further study.
